Most horizontal extrusion connections have a patented expandable lock. This lock inserts 
into the groove of an opposing extrusion. Tightening the lock with the Hex Key Tool 
expands the lock and creates a strong positive connection.

Remove only (1) setscrew when disassembling. Replace 
setscrew in extrusion after assembling it. Before packing, 
replace setscrew in extrusion to avoid losing it.

Attach base plate to round or square 
vertical extrusion using the bolt provided.
Be careful not to strip the threads.

When vertical extrusions are packed in portable cases 
rather than crates or tubs, they must broken down into 
smaller sections which then require assembly.
Remove only (2) setscrews when disassembling. 
Replace setscrews in extrusion after assembling it. 
Before packing, replace setscrews in extrusion to avoid 
losing them.
